Teaching Practice
Teaching Practice provides the synthesis and implementation of all the strands of the secondary teacher education programme.
Student teachers will observe secondary teachers, students and the implementation of secondary school programmes during three blocks

of teaching practice. They will develop classroom competence and establish effective professional relationships within a secondary school
setting.

In addition, a week is spent at the beginning of the year as an introduction to Professional Studies which involves visiting two different
types of schools, and undertaking a programme of guided observation.
Expenses

Accommodation expenses relating to the teaching practice block in schools away from the campus area (Dunedin or Invercargill) are the
responsibility of the student teacher.

Curriculum Studies
Each student teacher must select a minimum of 28 credits of Curriculum Studies. The courses are designed to develop teaching
competence in the subjects chosen and cover the approaches, activities, assessment and resources appropriate to each subject. Some
curriculum subjects have co-requisite course requirements.
CSJ - Curriculum Studies — Junior Secondary
This course will develop teaching competence in the specified curriculum area at junior secondary level. It covers the
approaches, activities, assessment and resources appropriate to the curriculum at junior secondary level.
CSS - Curriculum Studies — Senior Secondary

This course will develop teaching competence in the specified curriculum area at senior secondary level. It covers the
approaches, activities, assessment and resources appropriate to the curriculum at senior secondary level.
(Pre-requisite: Junior level course required)

CSX - Curriculum Studies — Secondary
This course addresses the teaching of the subject across the secondary school.

Pre-requisiters.......... 1 x 200 level Music paper and Grade V Theory (Royal Schools of Music or Trinity College, London), or
approved equivalents. Keyboard skills are desirable.
Co-requisiters............Nil
Restriction/s............... Student teachers must be enrolled in the Graduate Diploma of Teaching Secondary Education.

MUS CSS - Music Senior (7 credits)
This course will develop teaching competence in Music at Forms 6 and 7 (Years 12 and 13). It covers the approaches, activities,
assessment and resources appropriate to the teaching of Music at Forms 6 and 7 (Years 12 and 13).
Pre-requisiters........... 2 x 300 level Music papers and Grade VIl Theory (Royal Schools of Music or Trinity College, London), or
approved equivalent. Keyboard skills are desirable.
Co-requisiters............ Nil
Restriction/s............... Student teachers must be enrolled in the Graduate Diploma of Teaching Secondary Education.

OED CSX - Outdoor Education (7 credits)
This course will develop a philosophical base and teaching competence in selected aspects of outdoor education in secondary

schools.

Pre-requisite/s........... Outdoor Instructors awards, Social Science background, outdoor experience, or approved equivalent.
Co-requisiters... Nil

Restriction/s............... Student teachers must be enrolled in the Graduate Diploma of Teaching Secondary Education.

PHY CSX - Physical Education (14 credits)
This course will develop teaching competence in Physical Education, Forms 3-7 (Years 9 to 13). It covers the approaches,
activities, assessment and resources appropriate to the teaching of the Physical Education Curriculum at Forms 3-7 (Years 9-13).

PYS CSX - Physics (7 credits)

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SOC CSX - Social Studies (7 credits)

Pre-requisite/s........... Social Science related papers at 100 level, or approved equivalent.

TEA CSJ - Technology A — Junior Secondary (7 credits)

It covers
the approaches, activities, assessment and resources appropriate to the teaching of ESOL in secondary schools.

TOR CSX - Tourism (7 credits)

TXM CSX — Text and Information Management (7 credits)

VIS ART - Visual Arts: Studio Practice for Classroom Teachers (7 credits)
This course investigates a range of conventions and practices in drawing and a selected medium in order to develop the
knowledge and skills necessary for teaching the visual arts curriculum for Years 7-13.
